I called about this boat today. Its in Baltimore. He wants $87,500. No broker yet. Will put it with a broker in a few months. Has some positive attributes, and a few negative that I think are pretty easily overcome.

It has a washer/dryer hook up as it once had a washer/dryer but not now.
Owner cannot get up to the fly bridge. Last two years they put the boat in the water and only took it over to the yacht club and then never went anywhere. Since he has owned it (12 years) he has never taken it out of the Chesapeake.
New fly bridge bimini & glass completely replaced 3 years ago. 
1600 original hours on engine. Was rebuilt by Worton Creek. Put a sleeve in cylinders 5 & 6.
Bottom had blisters. Boat yard pealed off the blisters, put 3 layers of glass on then a barrier coat.
The boat is under framed shrink wrap. You can get in via a door.
Galley down
Refrig is 12/110volt
Stove is all electric
Fuel tanks are almost empty. Black iron fuel tanks are original.
Was surveyed a few years ago for insurance and survey is available.
Air conditioning and ice maker were replaced 4 or 5 years ago.
Outside teak is all varnished and "looks good".
Electric windlass and 80ft of chain, then some line.
Replaced bow roller with a double roller. Has 40lb plow, and a danforth.
4 bladed prop replaced the original 3 blade prop (still has it)
Genset - Might be an Onan. Owner doesnt know much about it. Has sound shield.
All maintenance was contracted out.
Has Autopilot w/ remote.
Has Radar
Has bathtub
Has 3 port holes that leak. Been leaking for a long time.
Boat was washed every week when in use in the summer.
No bow thruster or stern thruster.
